Interval

The Interval is famous among University folk but relatively unknown to the rest of Sheffield. It manages to be sophisticated yet laid-back and all the while being very reasonably priced. It also has arguably Sheffield’s best beer garden, which is no mean feat.

A hidden gem – a Grade II listed CAMRA pub that dates back to 1867. You could spend a lifetime passing within 50 yards of this pub and never know it’s there. To the regulars, it’s an oasis from the hustle and bustle of West Street. Great traditional atmosphere, simple tasty food and real ales.

One of Sheffield’s finest Chinese restaurants. Hui Wei has a stunning modern interior, with a delicious menu that remains faithful to the chefs’ traditional Chinese heritage. The service is also excellent - all in all a great experience.

The Common Room

Sheffield’s premier sports bar. Very cool décor, 13 full-size American pool tables, an eclectic music playlist, loads of booths & flat-screen TVs, a tasty menu and a decent selection of beers, wines and cocktails. Once you’ve arrived it’s hard to find a reason to leave.

The Old House

A modern-vintage bar with oodles of quirky charm and an indie-rock vibe. The Old House has a great selection of beers and ‘to-die-for’ cocktails, and whether you fancy a snack or a three-course meal, the food never ceases to impress. Awarded Sheffield’s ‘Restaurant of the Year’ in 2008. 23 Bar and Restaurant combines simple great tasting food and delicious cocktails with a stunningly stylish interior and ambience. As part of West One, 23 is perfectly located to host the start of a great night out.

Unit 3, The Plaza, 8 Fitzwilliam Street, Sheffield S1 4JB
The Red Deer

Unknown to many, the Red Deer is a proper Sheffield pub. Great range of reasonably priced beers and real ales, and some good pub grub to match. Traditional, down to earth and warm – if a little hard to find.

18 Pitt Street, Sheffield S1 4DD
Kelham Island Tavern

Awarded ‘National Pub of the Year’ by CAMRA for 2 years running (2008&2009). Fantastic selection of cask ales, with a decent number of continental beers, and Gales Country wines too. Described as being Sheffield’s Permanent Beer Festival, this really is a must for real ale fans.

62 Russell Street, Sheffield S3 8RW
The Fat Cat

Independent since 1981, prominence has always been given to small independent brewers. Since then over 4500 different beers have been sold in The Fat Cat. The pub itself has its own brewery - The Kelham Island Brewery which resides nearby. As well as the multitude of national beers, at least 4 of the Kelham Island Brewery’s own excellent ales are always on offer. The food’s great too.

23 Alma Street, Sheffield S3 8SA
Wig & Pen

Found in the beautiful Georgian ‘Paradise Square’, the Wig and Pen is a classic and unashamedly British bar and restaurant. The menu is simple, honest and packed with flavour. There is a real belief in using the best possible locally sourced ingredients. Everything about the Wig and Pen shines sophistication, but it remains humble and completely unpretentious.

Crucible Corner

A comfortable place to relax with friends. Either over a homemade cake and coffee, or a glass of wine over lunch, or even perhaps a pre or post theatre drink and bite to eat. All food is freshly cooked using locally sourced produce.

The Sheffield Tap

Situated on Platform 1B of the Sheffield train station (don’t worry you don’t need a ticket), this most unlikely new pub is causing quite a stir. It has a plethora of tap beers and hand pumps with ales from a number of local breweries. Its newly refurbished Victorian interior is classy and comfortable and is attracting quite a crowd. It’s definitely worth a visit if you’re into your ales, or if you’ve got some time to kill waiting for your train.

Ha Ha Bar & Grill

A member of the 26-strong HA HA bar UK chain, the Sheffield ha ha bar overlooks the Peace Gardens and the beautiful Town Hall building. When you’re inside you’ll soon forget that it’s a chain, as its informal warm friendly atmosphere makes you feel right at home. Enjoy their good quality varied menus while looking out on one of Sheffield’s most affluent areas.

Fox & Duck

Owned by the Sheffield Students’ Union, although you would never know. The Fox and Duck is a favourite among many locals; it’s down to earth, friendly and has a great atmosphere. They don’t do food, but welcome you to bring your own, and with some of Sheffield’s best chippies only a stone’s throw away this has all the makings of a great pub.

223-227 Fulwood Road, Broomhill, Sheffield S10 3BA
The Place

This is a very popular large modern pub, with an up-tempo vitality you only get in student areas. It has a fantastic atmosphere all year round, and particularly so on ‘match days’. The Place is also great for families and it really highlights the friendly integration between locals and students. Pool tables and decent affordable pub meals are further reason to go.

Nile Street, Sheffield S10 2PN
Broomhill Tavern

A ‘proper’ traditional British pub with a friendly atmosphere. Owned by Tetley’s, the Broomhill Tavern has been a mainstay amongst thirsty students and locals for years. It has pool tables, bandits, TVs, a jukebox, hearty pub grub, and a beer garden. In other words, it ticks all the boxes.

Thyme Café

There are few restaurants in Sheffield where you see people prepared to queue down the road to get in, but Thyme Café is one. Think of the Magpie (Whitby), but instead of Fish think good hearty traditional food with an exciting twist. The menu changes so often that it’s pointless to produce a printed menu, instead there are huge chalkboards listing the day’s delights. Exceptional food, an electric atmosphere and surprisingly modest prices. Just remember, you order your food at the bar.

A great family pub hosted in a beautiful stone building, with good accessibility and a large car park. The Fulwood Inn doubles as a hotel offering large luxurious rooms. The Fulwood Inn offers nice homely pub food all day long, and is very popular among people visiting Sheffield. 

1-3 Tapton Park Road, Sheffield S10 3FG 

Ranmoor Inn

A lovely friendly country pub overlooked by the beautiful Ranmoor Church. You couldn’t ask for a more welcoming pub than the Ranmoor Inn. The beer and ale choice is good with some of Sheffield’s local breweries featured.  The interior is full of warmth and charm, and little touches like providing daily Newspapers make it that bit more special.

The Rising Sun Inn

Owned by the local Abbeydale Brewery, The Rising Sun is regarded as one of Sheffield best ‘real ale’ pubs. It hosts 5 of the Abbeydale Brewery’s ales with an additional guest hand-pump. It also has a huge selection of tap beers, bottled lagers and single malt whiskies. The Rising Sun is friendly and down-to-earth, and is very popular with the local community as it hosts regular charity events and folk, blues and jazz music nights.

471 Fulwood Road, Sheffield S10 3QA
Ranmoor Tandoori

With one of the best reputations for hospitality of any restaurant in Sheffield, a trip to the Ranmoor Tandoori is always highly enjoyable. The authentic Bangladeshi food is rich and full of wonderfully aromatic flavours. They don’t have an alcohol license, which is actually a blessing in disguise as it means you’re welcome to ‘bring your own’ – allowing you your specific preference and most likely saving you money. Also, since the restaurant is in proximity of several great pubs, they even let you import your pints - and furthermore the waiters even offer to take the empty glasses back for you! Sublime.

West 10

Under the same ownership as the incredibly successful Trippets Wine Bar, West 10 had a head start when it opened on Fulwood Road. Offers a sophisticated and impressive menu for lunch and dinner, and an extensive list of wines and bottled beers. A great place to go on special occasions.

Nonna’s

Italian - but no pizza in sight. This is one of Sheffield’s best Italian restaurants, and you can tell it’s good because a lot of the customers are actually Italian. The menu is exciting and it changes regularly. You could lose yourself in the wine list, which has over 100 wines to choose from - although the waiters are always on hand to give you advice with what compliments what. It’s not cheap if you go ‘all out’ – but it’s worth every penny.

Spice Market Café

Packed with Eastern flavour, however this is not an authentic curry restaurant. The dishes boast complicated and exciting fusions of all of the best flavours from India, China, Sri Lanka, Thailand, Japan, and the UK… This is a must for people with an adventurous palate.  Expect things like: Black Pudding Wontons, Duck Croquettes, and Chocolate Samosas.

WasabiSabi

You can’t deny that the Sushi at WasabiSabi is great, however that’s not why you go to WasabiSabi. Where WasabiSabi truly excels is the Teppanyaki, which is second to none.  The experience alone is fantastic watching true artisans of their craft wielding huge cleavers with ease as they fervently prepare your food. The best Japanese restaurant in Sheffield, if not Yorkshire.

Baan Thai

The experience of going to Baan Thai begins at entering the building, which is a beautifully converted Victorian bank. Once inside, high ceilings, marble pillars and a wonderful rich décor will all but persuade you that you’ve somehow left Sheffield and found your way to Bangkok. The food and service is excellent, the menu is huge, literally - you need two hands to wield it. This is Sheffield’s best Thai restaurant, and it shows as pre-booking is highly recommended.

Noodle Inn

Once inside Noodle Inn small seeds of doubt might start to sow themselves, the prices are suspiciously cheap and the décor is perhaps a little basic. That is all part of the Noodle Inn experience though. The next and notably most important part of the experience begins when the food arrives. The food might just be the best Chinese food you’ll ever eat - what’s more for the very modest prices you get vast amounts of it so you can gorge yourself to bursting point. The Noodle Inn is always packed with people - the majority actually being Chinese, so there’s no denying both the authenticity and the excellence of this great little restaurant.

Zeugma

The idea of going for a kebab as a sit-down meal might baffle some people, but they just haven’t been to Zeugma yet. The main focus of the restaurant is the huge open grill, on which they cook their authentic Turkish dishes. The mouth-watering aromas hit you as soon as you enter the restaurant. The delicious starters, pides (flatbreads), and freshly-made wonderfully-spiced meat and vegetable skewers are a million miles away from the greasy doner meat you might otherwise associate with the word ‘kebab’. Simple yet delicious.
